Back to schooal...

It is a wonderful thing to remember “back to school days’
each year. | try to search deep into my memory banks for
different things each year, but it gets to be more and more
difficult with the passing of time. | don’t know how it was
for everyone out there, but when | was young (early ele-
mentary school), | would have never said going back to
school was a good thing — at least until | arrived on that
first day. Having played baseball al summer, | didn’t want
it to end. That changed alittle bit getting into 8" grade and
my high school years. | loved the 8" grade teacher, whom,
if he were still alive, would probably still be my biggest
“fan” outside of my family. He had a great sense of hu-
mor, frequently calling me by my brother’s name on pur-
pose. That continued up to the time of my ordination.
That's when he “learned” my name. What a great man.
No disrespect to any of my other teachers in grammar
school, high school, or undergraduate college.

Once my seminary days began, | was a little more eager to
go to school. There were severa students and teachers that
would aways be able to somehow make my days and my
formation worth a little extra effort. Oh that didn’t trans-
late into the best grades on the planet, but | had met Fr.
Elmer during that time, Fr. Charles Watkins (Associate
Pastor here at St. Cletus for about 5 years), and Fr. Bob
Clark (Pastor here at St. Cletus for 15 years prior to Fr.
Elmer). Of course, they were not my only friends as stu-
dents, our faculty and staff at Mundelein were top-notch,
“cream of the crop” men and women, from ordained men,
religious women, and laity.

Thank God they were al patient with me. There were
plenty of days | didn’t know if | would make it through the
program. However, with the help of good friends, | was
able to pass the classes. They were also instrumental in
being my angels — men who simply became a source of
good news and strength when | needed them to be. Most
people would refer to me as the “socia butterfly” as |
would visit both students and teachers quite often. Maybe |
should have done more reading and the grades could have
been better, but | believe my gift was to be there for my
friends more than anything else. Or maybe | could have
done more to stay in shape when | wasn’t studying, but
when | was ordained, | was 133 Ibs. It was not muscle, but
| didn't like to eat. Of course, that changed about a year
after ordination. Today, | am a little over 200 Ibs. Asis
said, be careful what you wish for.

| have no clue what God has in store for me to learn any-
more. Asmuch as | have alove for celebrating the Eucha-
rist, | hope that my relationship with Jesus grows in this
time of revival. The thing is, | don’'t have those faculty
members to lean on like | did when | was a student
(although if | need to call them for anything, they answer.)

As much as it still can frustrate me, I am very happy that
God gifted me to be made in His image and likeness with
the ability to think and reason in order to learn more about
Him.
